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1 « REAL AND IMAGING JOURNEYS

This exhibition marks fifty years since two
men set foot on the Moon. The magnitude

of this event, which saw humanity exceed

its natural limitations, is not only a matter of
progress, technology or even “conquest”. It is
also powerfully symbolic of the nature of the
Moon'’s relationship with humanity, perhaps
more strikingly so today, half a century on. It
has been chosen here as the culminating point
of our companionship with this satellite, the
lightin our night sky and a measure of time's
passing.

As varied as it is paradoxical, this relationship
takes many forms: fascination and satire, the
attraction and fear generated by its power, its
veneration as a divine sign, and our disap-
pointment with this sterile stone, which has
been likened to cheese since Antiquity. The
Moon is a place of endless possibilities and
dreams, a blank page on which Earthlings
continuously write their stories.

The resulting kaleidoscopic image is, to us, the
most accurate one: the Moon really belongs to
everyone and cannot be confined to a single
discourse, hence our choice of the imagination
and poetry as a means to shed light on the
lunar world.

2. APOLLO XI

On the night of 20 to 21 July 1969, the un-
thinkable happened: two men stepped on the
Moon. This marked the culmination of years

of research and a series of missions that had
begun in 1958 with the Mercury program,
followed by the Apollo program. On the
eleventh Apollo mission, three men were sent
to the Moon: Neil Armstrong, Buzz Aldrin and
Michael Collins, who remained in orbit. NASA's
decision to simultaneously broadcast the lunar
landing live to hundreds of millions of people
made it one of the first truly global events. The
purpose of the mission was to retrieve rock
samples and take photographs of the Moon.

Some of the objects they took with them on
their eight-day journey show how they survived
from day to day.

3. JOURNEY

The journey to the Moon has been a subject
of literary fiction for some two thousand years.
Starting with second-century author Lucian of
Samosata, it became a vehicle for satire and
parody in which the Moon was another Earth,
but topsy-turvy, for good orill. These literary
fantasies took a new turn in the 19th century in
the form of pseudo-scientific stories, the fore-
runners of science fiction. Long before Saturn
V, cinema and then comics launched audienc-
es on a virtual exploration of the lunar surface.

A source of international rivalry in the twenti-
eth century, the Moon became a symbol of the
societal and cultural demands of those exclud-
ed from it. Today, it is once again sought-after,
with worrying implications for its future, and
atempting prize for an earthly world always
eager to discover and exhaust new resources
in other places.

4. OBSERVED MOON

In the early seventeenth century, man turned
the refracting telescope - initially intended for
terrestrial observation - towards the sky. Its
development and the subsequent invention

of the optical telescope allowed the Moon'’s
surface to be observed and mapped in greater
detail. By producing maps of a world no one
yetintended to visit, science demonstrated its
rational ability to describe and name.

The challenge was now suddenly symbolic:
cartographers who were naming the lunar sites
discovered through their lenses now fought
with astronomers, rival rulers, over this new
territory.

Photography supplanted etchings in the 19th
century and paved the way for a new, scientific
form of exploration, which continues to move,
surprise and inspire us today.



5. THREE FACES OF THE MOON

The three faces of the goddess Hecate reveal
the many ways in which the Moon has in-
fluenced humanity. A benevolent satellite
lighting the night sky, the Moon visited the
sleep of mortals and watched over lovers. Con-
stantly changing, it gave rhythm to the passing
time and the lunar cycle became the basis

for many ritual and religious calendars. As it
varies in appearance, it also became a symbol
of inconsistency and moodiness. Goddess of
the passage between our world and the other,
Hecate also presided over the afterlife, spells
and torments.

6. THE MOON IS A PERSON

Although everyone can see the Moon, humans
have always felt the need to give substance

to it by establishing a dialogue with this entity
thatis both near and far. Mostly female, the
Moon is sometimes embodied by men. When
deified, it holds a place in a cosmogony but

is rarely the object of a cult. People have long
observed that it reflects the sun'’s light rather
than produces its own.

Selene, Luna, Diana, Chandra, Soma, Khonsu,
Thoth and Tanit are some of its many names.
The Immaculate Conception and the Queen
of the Night also borrow from its crescent
symbol.

7 . AN INVITATION TO BEAUTY

Although now known to be barren and bare,
the Moon still has the power to amaze. In silent
contemplation, beyond knowledge, it offers, in
a moment out of time, a more personal experi-
ence in which discourse gives way to poetry.

Diana, Selene, moon of radiant metal,
who reflects towards us, by your deserted face,
in the unending monotony of the sidereal calm

the regret of a sun for whose loss we weep.

O moon, | begrudge your purity
harmful to the vain efforts of poor souls,
and my heart, ever weary and ever restless,

longs for the peace of your nocturnal flame.
